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Abstract

The researcher used the annalistic style in deducting the
educational principles through analyzing the content of the Qoranic

stories and therefore reaching their eductional principles .
The main results were as follows :

*  making alist in the educational principles in Macca Quranic
stories, The number of these principles reach to two hunderd and

cighty three.
- These principles included all the six aspects as follows :

styles and activities aspects (seventy six principles) , Aims and

plannings (forty two principles) , Evaluation (thirty eight principles ),

Thecontent (eightcen principles) .

Qura’nic stories concern with the a activities , came in the first
step , to save thc suitable substitues to reach the educational
message which remain in it’s beginning, and it needs varied
methods and activities to clarify and make it more close to their
minds , so it deals with the individual ability , and the
developmental characteristics for both of Teachers and literates ,
into an educational planning for the goals which will achieve in a

limited frame in the content .

These principles were less than it should been in the content,
which needs explanation and concerning in details , and that’s not

dealing with this brevity stage.

The first educational principles - as in the arrangement of descent
in Mecca’s potencies - was in the realm of activities , which in this
establish mental stage must began with assorted methods and a

novelty activities to malke it closer to themselves and minds .

The last educational principle was - in the Macca’s potencies
descent - the realm of activities , so that, it continue the effective of
activities in the educational process to the furthest range of this

basic stage in The Islamic religion .

Qura’nic stories in Al-Madina’s potencies Focused on the content
firstly . care to provide literates with an explanation more detealed
than the ones they identifyed in Meccan’s potencies , and they
needs more to it in this brevity stage , for the depth for

understanding and increasing the know ledge.

These principles were in the literates realm and in activities realm
, that because , the literates understanding to their roles in this
stage was essential , and the picture was clear in their minds by the

activities , and its not essential to makemore from that.
Islamic religion continue growing and completed its inclusion .

The first principle in Al-Madiena’s potencies was in the literate
realm , to insure his role in this new transference stage, which
pointed to literate firstly , because he is the main aim to the
educational process , also, the descent in the realm of content, in

Aims , Teacher, and in activities .

The last descent of educational principles - as the arrangement of
descent in Al-Madiena’s Potencies - was in the Evaluation realm ,
because the necessity of Evaluate how much from the planning
