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- SUMMARY

The Quranic readings have their significance in the Arabic
linguistics, as they produced a rich legacy that has the books of
arguments on the top of it, which are mainly concerned in clarifying
the trend of every reader in what he has chosen to read. Most of
those trends are lingual. They exemplified magnificent views in
studying Arabic from all its phonetic, morphological, grammatical
and semantical aspects.

However, the differences in Al-Qiraat (readings) of the Holy Quran,
which are mainly related on performance, made the phonetic aspects
get the preferable side of those books.

This research comes to participate with other researches
presented to chronicle the phonetic studies in our Arab heritage, as

trends of books that dealt with the phonetic aspects were diversified, -

such as books of syntax, morphology, language, rhetoric, Qiraat,
Quran reciting, medicine, music.

Books of Argument assume a high level amongst those trends, as
they have their own peculiar aspect that makes them of clear features
and lineaments. Therefore, they deserve to achieve, like other similar
books have achieved, a study of their content, and to reconsider it in
the light of the new achievements in phonetics, which is typically the
target of this research.

The research is divided into a preface and three chapters, in

addition to the introduction and conclusion, and is attached with
three appendices:
I dedicated the preface to argument in defence of Quranic Qiraat, as
I explained the meaning of "arguments" linguistically and
terminologically, and exposed other nominations for this art. I
elucidated the motivations in composing books in it, pursued its
history, mentioned parts of its most famous books, gave details of
their patterns and scrutinized the types of argument therein.
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I dedicated Chapter One for the pronunciational aspects, which is to
examine sounds in individuals. I talked about the letters, their
number and types, clarified the pronunciation organs, specified the
letters articulations, pointed out the denominations of letters and
related them to their articulations, went into deep details of the
letters properties, which are classified in two groups:

The first one is contradictory properties, which are: whispering and
raising the voice, stress and laxity, closure and openness, superiority
and margined, and volubility and volubility and muteness.

The other one is individual properties, which are: concussion,
whistling, spreading, deviating, snuffling, repetition, concealing, and
dropping.

I tangled the strength and weakness in properties, and clarified the
quantitative relation between the letters of elongation and vowels,
pointed out the position of vowels from letters and dealt with the
sounds indices.

Chapter two and three were dedicated to the formative aspects,
which is to consider the sounds in the structure.

Chapter two was dedicated to the forms of phonetic changes, which
made in two themes; I dedicated the first one of which in the
phonetic changes in consonants, which are of two types:

General changes, in which I studied the assimilation, the alteration,
positional reversal and deletion, and

Special changes, in which I studied Al-Hamza, the T's, the R's, the
L's, the silent N and Al-Tanween.

I dedicated the second theme on phonetic changes in vowels, where I
thoroughly studied types of vowels, their prolongation, their
addition, their deletion and their reversal.

]I dedicated Chapter Three to the phonetic rules, as I talked about the
origin from which those rules have. originated, explaining their
outcomes, then I dealt with their particulars, which are:
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
