Abstract

This study examined a popular explanation of the Holly Qur’an, which is: the
explanation of Abu Al-So’oud. The study attempted to explore the syntactic
methodology as shown in this explanation, but limited within the first ten parts of
the Holly Qur’an since they are considered as atrue example for the methodol ogical
features in his full explanation. However, after examining the syntactic material in
this explanation, the researcher concluded that it contains syntactic issues, reviews
and verifications that deserve to be studied and analyzed, especially as those issues
and applications show the effect of syntax in guiding the meaning. Therefore, comes
the importance of this study from two dimensions:
