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ABSTRACT

This study addresses the Quranic context in Abu Al-soud Al-Imadi’s Exegesis
(Guiding Healthy Mind to the Features the Holy Quran); in an attempt to reveal the
extent of his dependence on the Quranic context in interpretation.

The nature of the subject required that this study consists of an introduction, two
chapters and a conclusion.

The introduction addresses the importance of this study, its objectives, the
approach to be adopted, previous studies on this subject, and study plan.

The first chapter is an introductory chapter that includes an introduction on
Imam Abu Saud, through the environment where he grew up, and his scientific practical
life; ranging from the good education he received within the confines of his family, and
ending with his death - Almighty God's mercy be upon him -. Furthermore, this chapter
includes a presentation for his interpretation addressed through analyzing his
introduction, stating his methodology in interpretation, displaying the sources he relied
upon, the scientific position given to this interpretation, and some of its shortcomings.

The second theme includes the lexicological and conventional definition of the
Quranic context, its importance in the science of interpretation, the extent of attention
by scientists to this science, and its types.

The second chapter is in an introductory and five themes; the researcher showed
the importance of the terms used by Abu Saud to express the context in his
interpretation, the first theme shows the impact of Abu Saud's Quranic context on
interpretation by highlighting events, the preference of a word or formula on the other,
the second theme shows the impact of context in determining the reference of a pronoun
